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Generation of Electricity Using Cow Urine
-5. Boregowda, Asst. Professor

ABSTRACT : For healthy environment and sustainable economic growth we need clean
and efficient electric power generation systems. The natural sources of renewable energy
available to human are: the solar, wind, bio-gas etc. This paper introduces a new renewable
source of energy; energy from cow urine that can produce electricity by electrolytic
conductions. The alkaline nature of fresh cow urine acts as a good electrolyte liquid. The
system works like a conventional battery system. However, a discharged battery needs to
recharge by electricity in order to reactivate it. On the other hand, cow urine based system
needs only to replace old urine by fresh urine to activate the system again. As no electricity
is required for charging the system, the daily available fresh urine from a dairy farm could
be a possible source of renewable energy. In order to understand the feasibility of the
source, we built a car battery size prototype that can hold approximate five liter of fresh
urine as electrolyte. We used similar and equal number of electrode that a typical car
battery does. We measured the performance of the source with loads and observed its
outputs. The details of the system and its performances have been described in this paper.

INTRODUCTION : Global demand for energy has risen inexorably in the last 150 years in
step with industrial development and population growth. Hunger for energy is predicted to
continue to rise, by at least 50% by 2030. Developing country like India is seeking a
tremendous scarcity of electricity generation and it is of incredible importance to cope up
with the overwhelming demand of electricity. So if we devise self-sustainable energy
production via simple yet recyclable way that would be helpful to reduce the inevitable
scarcity. As natural resources can be utilized in a more efficient manner, we planned to
utilize cow urine as an alternative source of electricity generation to lighting the domestic
animal farm & other purposes. We can build some urine based plant to facilitate backup
power system which will help the rural people immensely. The natural sources of energy
available to man include; the sun, fossil fuels, flowing water energy available to man include:
the sun, Fossil fuels, flowing water and wind. Therefore, to make the decision on which of
the aforementioned sources to use, a careful process of consideration has to take place.
These considerations include: Availability, Extraction costs and feasibi lity, Conversion costs,
Efficiency, Sustainability, and Economic implications. Research efforts for developing
alternative sources of energy for electricity generation, has heightened [2-3]. The most
desirable source would be one that is non-pollutant, available in abundance, and renewable,
and can be harnessed at an acceptable cost in both large-scale and small-scale systems.
The most promising source satisfying all these requirements is cow urine, a natural energy
source.

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CONCLUSION : From the experiment we have demonstrated a small cow urine based power
generation system. The performance of the system is satisfactory. Here, to understand the
feasibility of the system needs to build a longer scale of the system & test it for a longer
period of time. Moreover options, processes and systems may vary to use cow's urine |
based plant for households as well. In our researches we only worked with very smaller ||
quantity of urine which only 5 liters and electrodes were old and we got almost 1.5 watt.
Our aim is to work with large quantity of urine as well as larger size of own design electrodes
to establish a power plant which will be able to mitigate the dem and to a substantial extent
in future. In order to prosper and thrive, energy consumption must be proportional to its
supply and storage capacity while currently we are suffering. Hence any kind of alternative
like this will make a significant change to that situation. 5o we expect our local government
to make an active effort to invest and endorse in such research activities.

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A Story of a Field Labour
who Became C E O of a U S Company

her outstanding travel from a field labour to the CEO of an organization in the US. This is
the true story of Mrs. Jyothi Reddy who now owns a software company in the United States
of America.

Jyothi was the second child among the five in which 2 girls and 3 boys in a poor family.
Due to her family's financial situation, she was admitted into a welfare orphanage. To get
the admission, she had to become a motherless child. It was a heart breaking situation for
Jyothi as she could not see her mother during the days when she was in the orphanage.
There was nobody to share her happiness and sorrow. Instead of getting down with the
situation, Jyothi developed a strong will to make her future bright.

She attended a government school while at the orphanage and she also took vocational
course while residing in the superintendent's house. She realized that to lead a beautiful
life, she should get a decent job first. She started thinking for the ways to get into a job.
"Man proposes and God disposes” - Same happened to Jyothi as she had to marry at 16 to
her cousin, instead of working on to make her dreams come true. After having 2 children,
the situation became even worse as she had to work in the fields for a daily wage of Rs. 5 to
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take care of her children. These situations made her even stronger to stand and fight for
life.

Then an opportunity came in the form of NYK (Nehru Yuva Kendra), she took the opportunity
and became a NYK Volunteer and later started teaching. Meanwhile she used to stitch
petticoats at night to make more money. She also learned typewriting. Apart from her bad
financial situation, she also had to fight with family and society to do what she wanted to
do. She studied and obtained a B.A from Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Open University in 1994 and
studied for a postgraduate degree from the Kakatiya University on weekends and obtained
it in 1997. This made her get a special teacher job for a salary of Rs. 398 per month. She
used to travel for two hours to reach her school. She utilized this time to sell sarees to her
co-passengers which gave her some extra income. Her struggle for life made her become
conscious about the time and it showed her the ways to utilize the time available creatively.

Her job was regularized and she started making decent money. But she did not want to
settle for anything, as her passion to reach a higher level always was haunting her to find
the next best. A relative’s visit from the US made her think about going to the land of
dreams, United States. She studied computer courses to get the eligibility to work in the
US. She went to US by leaving her two daughters in a missionary hostel.

It was not an easy journey for her to settle in the US. She had to work in a gas station,
work as a baby sitter, load/unload goods and work at a video shop for her survival. She
then joined a company called CS America as a recruiter with an aid of a close relative.
Later she got another offer from a different company, but it did not stay and she had to go
back to babysitting and gas station for survival. That was the beginning of her
entrepreneurial dreams. She wanted to start her own business and was looking for the
suitable line of business to start.

When she visited Mexico for stamping, she realized that she could start a consulting
company as she was familiar with the paperwork involved with the Visa Processing. With
her savings of $40000, she opened an office in Phoenix in 2001 October. She has been
successfully running her company KEYSS since then. Her two daughters moved to US and
completed their education in the American schools.

Today, her next dream to see that every Orphan in India to get his/her own |dentity,
recognition and enjoy equal opportunity. Towards reaching that goal, she has been interacting
and sensitizing various Government agencies, policy makers, politicians as well as Non-
Government Organizations.

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An Overview of Saumyakeshava Temple Nagamangala
-Srikanta.B.J, Asst. Professor

The Saumyakeshava Temple at Nagamangala was constructed in 12th Century by the
rulers of the Hoysala Empire. Ngamangala is a town in Mandya District. It is located 70 kms
from Mysore. Nagamangala came into prominence during the rule of Hoysala king
Vishnuvardhana, it became an important centre of Vaishnava faith and received support
from one of his queens, Bommaladevi. During the rule of Veera Balla |l, Nagamangala
bloomed as an agrahara and had the honorific Vera Ballala Chjaturvedi Bhattaratnakara.
The temple is a monument of National importance, and is safeguarded by Archaeological
survey of India.

Temple Architect : There is a main entrance at Saumyakeshva temple, Nagamangala.
The basic plan of the shrine is Star shaped. It stands on a platform called Jagati and is
constructed with soap stone material. This is a Hoysala innovation. The temple exhibits
the nagara features observed in other Hoysala temples. The temple is a large structure and
has received support by multiple dynasties and reveals characteristic of the later day
Vijayanagara Empire whose rulers added the entrance and tower over it and bounding
walls. The tower over the entrance is a 7-storey tall lime and brick structure that is deco-
rated by Hindu gods and goddesses.

The Saumya Keshava Temple : The Saumya Kesava Temple is a large and beautiful |
temple, which was built in 1170 AD. The three celled temple raised on a radiate parapet has
the image of saumya Kesava. It is six feet in height. The Sanctum to the left houses an
image of Lakshmi-Narasimha, on the left has the image of Venu-gopala.

Story behind the Temple : Lord Krishna planned to start war but he was worried about
Nagasthra of karna. If the war starts, Karna could kill Arjuna by using nagasthra which is
very powerful. Lord Krishna controlled all the nagas of this world in his Shank and the war
started. So the whole control of Nagas came under Shank. In this temple you can see Lord
Krishna appears with Shank in his right hand which is a rare sight. This is the only place in
which Adhisesha is on top.

Adhisesha is sitting in Mandala akara. In the whole world you will not find the Adhisesha
sitting in Mandala akara on top of mantapa.Adhishesha is sitting on a big Shanku which
appears as if it is placed on heap of 108 shanku.

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Five Important Life Lessons Steve Jobs
Wanted You to Learn

If you want to learn how to get the most out of your life, there isn't a much better teacher
than Steve Jobs, who appeared to pack several lifetimes, never mind several careers, into
his 56 years on our planet. And though Jobs did not discuss his life or his unconventional
choices in public all that often, one notable exception was his commencement speech to
Stanford's 2005 graduating class, where he laid out his philosophy as lessons anyone can
follow.

Here's what Jobs had to say to the Stanford graduates, and all of us:

1, Follow your heart and trust that it knows where it's going.

Six months into his first year at Reed College, Jobs dropped out-a very big deal, since his
biological mother had made college education a requirement of his adoption, and his adoptive
parents had saved for years so he could go.

“| had no idea what | wanted to do with my life and no idea how college was going to help me
figure it out,"” Jobs said. "And here | was spending all of the money my parents had saved
their entire life. So | decided to drop out and trust that it would all work out OK. It was pretty
scary at the time, but looking back it was one of the best decisions | ever made."

He wasn't officially a student, but Jobs stuck around, dropping all his required courses and
dropping in on the ones that interested him. One of those was a calligraphy course that
explored different fonts, variable space between letters and so on. Jobs was drawn to this
class so he took it, even though it was clearly useless for any future career he might pursue.

Except it wasn't. “Ten years later, when we were designing the first Macintosh computer, it
all came back to me," he said. "And we designed it all into the Mac. It was the first computer
with beautiful typography.” Typography that, as Jobs pointed out, Windows and every other
operating system simply copied.

"Of course it was impossible to connect the dots looking forward when | was in college. But
it was very, very clear looking backward ten years later," Jobs said. "So you have to trust that
the dots will somehow connect in your future. You have to trust in something-your gut,
destiny, life, karma, whatever. This approach has never let me down, and it has made all the
difference in my life.”

2. The worst thing that could happen might turn out to be the best thing that
could happen.

One of the worst things to happen to Jobs was his-very public-dismissal from Apple, ten
years after he co-founded the company. To add to the humiliation, the board fired him at the
behest of Jon Sculley, an executive Jobs himself had recruited and hired.

"What had been the focus of my entire adult life was gone, and it was devastating,” Jobs
said. "I even thought about running away from the valley. But something slowly began to
dawn on me-| still loved what | did. And so | decided to start over.”
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Over the next five years, he founded NeXT and Pixar, and met and fell in love with his wife-
things that would never have happened if he hadn't been fired. And then Apple figured out
it needed him after all, and brought him back by purchasing NeXT. "l didn't see it then, but
it turned out that getting fired from Apple was the best thing that could have ever happened
to me,” he said.

"Sometimes life hits you in the head with a brick. Don't lose faith. I'm convinced that the
only thing that kept me going was that | loved what | did. You've got to find what you love.”

3. You are already naked.

"When | was 17, | read a quote that went something like: 'If you live each day as if it was
your last, someday you'll most certainly be right,” Jobs said. "It made an impression on
me." From then on, Jobs would look in the mirror each day and ask himself, if this were the
last day of his life would he want to spend it doing what he was about to do? "Whenever the
answer has been 'no’ for too many days in a row, | know | need to change something,” he
said.

He went on to talk about being diagnosed with pancreatic cancer, hearing that his death
was imminent, and then being treated and cured. Sadly, that same cancer would return and
claim his life about six years later, though he didn't know it at the time. Even so his wisdom
about how to best use our brief lives was right on point : "Remembering that I'll be dead
soon is the most important tool I've ever encountered to help me make the big choices in
life," he said. "Because almost everything-all external expectations, all pride, all fear of
embarrassment or failure-these things just fall away in the face of death, leaving only what
is truly important. Remembering that you are going to die is the best way | know to avoid
the trap of thinking you have something to lose. You are already naked. There is no reason
not to follow your heart.”

4. Don't let anything drown cut your inner voice.

Knowing your time in life is limited, he told the students, think carefully about how to spend
it. "Don't waste it living someone else’s life," he said. "Den't be trapped by dogma-which is
living with the results of other people’s thinking. Don't let the noise of others’ opinions
drown out your own inner voice. And most important, have the courage to follow your heart
and intuition. They somehow already know what you truly want to become. Everything else
is secondary.”

5. Stay hungry. Stay foolish.

Jobs closed with these simple directives, drawn from the back cover of the final edition of
the Whole Earth Catalog. The words ran under the picture of a beckoning country road early
in the morning, he said, "It was their farewell message as they signed off.”

He wished that for the graduating students, he added, just as he'd always wished it for
himself: Stay hungry. Stay foolish. That's advice we can all follow. Jobs always did.

Science in Indiais on a great momentum in the last few decades, thanks to the talent and
the infrastructure. Our achievements in fields ranging from astronomy, to biology, to chemistry
and agriculture, there are so many to be proud about. Below are ten breakthroughs we have
picked, in no particular order, -

2, Hitting the nail on the head with monsoon prediction : The monsoon rains are of
extreme importance to the people of India-not only because of the much respite they bring
after a scathing summer, but also because our agriculture is heavily dependent on these

program is set to extend its facilities for disaster management too, thus saving more lives.

3. Saraswati - A supercluster discovered by our super scientists : The year 2017 was
big for Indian astronomers for two things - one, the Nobel Prize for the discovery of
Gravitational Waves that had some contribution from our scientists, and two, was the
discovery of a supercluster of galaxies. Named Saraswati, after the Indian goddess of music,
art and knowledge, the supercluster is estimated to contain billions of stars, planets, gases,
dark matter and other bodies. In addition, this would also help astronomers understand
much about the composition of our universe and its mysterious past.

4. Scientists decipher what is causing a geoid low in the Indian Ocean : Oceans have
a lot of mysteries buried deep inside and scientists have unearthed one such mystery in the
indian Ocean--the mystery of the missing mass. In a pathbreaking seismological study,
researchers have examined the Indian Ocean Geoid Low (IOGL), a point of abnormally low
gravity, caused by the deficit in the mass of Earth below IOGL. While there were a few

the upper and mid-mantle (the layer below the Earth's Crust) just below the I0GL, could be
responsible for this anomaly. The researchers used various seismographic tools and computer
analyses, to providing a satisfying explanation for a long standing mystery, putting to rest
all speculations.

5. Alarming stories of climate change : We know climate change is real. But how real is

and what is exactly changing? In a series of studies, scientists unravelled the gory face of
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climate change. Melting glaciers in the Himalayas is a significant threat posing the country,
thanks to the warming climate. Cities, that were once home to plenty of trees, are now
concrete jungles. Habitat destruction, either due to climate or due to human activities, is
disturbing our precarious relationship with animals, leading to an increase in human animal
conflicts. On the brighter side, scientists are also showing us how to deal with climate
change. But will we succeed? Time can tell.

6. An all-out war on cancer : Scientists all over the world are fighting cancer--the cause
of 1in 6 deaths in the world--with new therapies and drugs discovered every other day. And
India is no different. Indian researchers contributed a significant share in the fight against
cancer with research spanning across fields of genetics, computational biology, nanotechnology
and bioinformatics. While a few studies explored natural remedies, some suggested
unexpected possible substances--like red wine--that could help fight cancer! In fact, scientists
in the country also indigenously developed an anti-cancer drug called disarib, which is now
ready for pre-clinical trials.

7. Indian scientists address a 50 year old problem in buoyancy driven turbulence :
Scientists from the Indian Institute of Technology, Kanpur, have been able to address a
critical problem in buoyancy-driven turbulence that had remained unsolved for more than
half a century. Using supercomputers, they countered some of the old prejudices, put the
pieces together, and have come up with a consistent theory of buoyancy-driven turbulence.
This discovery, the scientists say, would help in better modeling of such flows including
those in the atmosphere and interiors of our Earth.

8. Amade-in-India transistor that can make India's IOT technology a reality : Researchers
at the Indian Institute of Technology Bombay (lITB), in a collaborative effort with ISRO's
Semi-Conductor Labs (SCL), Chandigarh, have developed a completely indigenous Bipolar
Junction Transistor (BJT) that can work with the other type of transistor, called BiCMOS.
BJTs are touted to play a big role in the Internet of things (IOT) applications. A major
milestone of Centre for Excellence in Nanoelectronics (CEN) under the “Make in India”
initiative, the indigenous transistor reduces the dependence on multinational semiconductor
manufacturers and is a major advantage for India's space and defence projects.

9. Fighting the drug resistant tuberculosis : India bears a disproportionately large
burden of world's tuberculosis (TB) rate, and our researchers are leaving no stone unturned
in their fight against the disease that has killed over 4 lakh people in the country in 2016
alone. Amajor challenge in fighting TB is the emergence of drug resistant strains of the TB
bacteria, which are now immune to most antibiotics. In a pathbreaking study this year, our
scientists attempt to answer how TB bacteria develop resistance to most antibiotics, and
try to find ways to reveyse this drug resistance. In addition, studies on identifying other
drug targets that can kill the TB bacteria are gaining momentum. Hope is that we might
soon succeed in this fight.

10. Preventing our cities from becoming trash bins : Managing the large amount of
waste generated in a small area is one of the major challenges of urban living. Researcher
suggest alternatives to open dumping, which is not just insufficient, it pollutes water bodies,
spoils the environment and ruins aesthetics too. They seek new ways to recycle the growing
e-waste, so that toxic emissions are minimal. While seeking technology solutions to take
care of the biowaste, we may actually discover that biowaste is a treasure.
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Civilisation's crisis Tagore's Last Speech

For his 80thbirthday in 1941, Tagore wrote what was to be his last speech. It was entitled
Civilisation's crisis. As Western countries struggle to deal with an economic crisis, the
speech is in some ways as relevant today as when he wrote it.

At the time the speech was made, Tagore was reflecting on a Europe embroiled in the
second Worldwar. As we approach the 70th anniversary of Tagore's death on 7 August 1941,
many Western countries find themselves struggling to recover from an economic crisis. At
the same time, an international media organisation finds itself at the centre of attention
over an apparent iack of scruples at one of its most popular publications when obtaining
information for its news reports.

Introduction : Tagore begins by observing that, in the late 19th century, the English were
viewed by Indian political leaders as a generous race since “England at the time provided a
shelter to all those who had to flee from persecution in their own country. Political martyrs
who had suffered for the honour of their people were accorded unreserved welcome at the
hands of the English.... This generosity in their national character had not yet been vitiated
r by imperialist pride.”

What is civilisation? : After initially holding the English concept of ‘civilisation’ in high
esteem as representing ‘proper conduct’, Tagore refers to “a painful feeling of disillusion
when | began increasingly to discover how easily those who accepted the highest truths of
I civilization disowned them with impunity whenever questions of national self-interest were

involved. ... As | emerged into the stark light of bare facts, the sight of the dire poverty of
the Indian masses rent' my heart. Rudely shaken out of my dreams, | began to realize that
perhaps in no other modern state was there such hopeless dearth of the most elementary
- || needs of existence. And yet it was this country whose resources had fed for so long the
l wealth and magnificence of the British people.”

An intellectual people drifting into the disorder of barbarism : Tagore contrasts the
efforts of Russia to fight disease and illiteracy with the approach in India: “when | look
about my own country and see a very highly evolved and intellectual people drifting into the
disorder of barbarism, ! cannot help contrasting the two systems of governments, one
based on co-operation, the other on exploitation, which have made such contrary conditions
possible.”

The social fabric is being rent to shreds : Tagore's references to Iran and Afghanistan
appear odd today as countries which “were marching ahead, [while] India, smothered under
the dead weight of British administration, lay static in her utter helplessness. Another great
and ancient civilization for whose recent tragic history the British cannot disclaim
responsibility, is China.” Of course, it is India and China which are now considered to be
among the economic superpowers while the recent histeries of Iran and Afghanistan are
less fortunate.

“if in its place [the British] have established, with baton in hand, a reign of ‘law and
order’, in other words a policeman's rule, such mockery of civilization can claim no respect
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from us. It is the mission of civilization to bring unity among people and establish peace and
harmony. But in unfortunate India the social fabric is being rent into shreds by unseemly
outbursts of hooliganism daily growing in intensity, right under the very aegis of ‘law and
order'.” Perhaps this image is now more closely associated with countries such as Iran, Iraq
and Afghanistan.

Perhaps that dawn will come from this horizon, from the East : Tagore notes that he
has been fortunate to meet “really large-hearted Englishmen”, particularly referring to CF
Andrews, considering them to be “friends of the whole human race”. However, he is concerned
about what kind of India would be left after the British granted it independence. “When the
stream of their centuries administration runs dry at last, what a waste of mud and filth they
will leave behind them!”

Nonetheless, he looks forward to a period “after the cataclysm is over and the atmosphere
rendered clean with the spirit of service and sacrifice. Perhaps that dawn will come from
this horizon, from the East where the sun rises.” From references earlier in the speech, he
may have had Japan in mind. However, the economic crisis appears to have affected Asia
far less than it has Western countries.

Tagore's closing remark seems from the perspective of 2011 to be remarkably prescient:
“Today we witness the perils which attend on the insolence of might; one day shall be borne
out the full truth of what the sages have proclaimed: By unrighteousness, man prospers,
gains what appears desirable, conquers enemies, but perishes at the root.”

70 years on, as people in various countries have come together with the h'elp of social
media to demand collectively a more honest and less brutal regime, and as the economies of
countries once referred to as “Third World” prepare to overtake those of their former
rulers, Tagore seems to have been proved right.

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Five E-commerce Trends Everyone

wars heat up, there's at least plenty to pay attention to.

During these ptvotal moments, artificial intelligence and augmented reality continued to
shake up how people and the ecommerce industry use their phones and the experiences they
seek. The good news? Most of the trends coming in 2018 are pointing towards making the
consumer happier than ever.

1. You, yourself and the quest to find out your every need : Personalization also takes
other forms on mobile and through Al. According to Robert Garf, vice president of industry
strategy and insights at Salesforce Commerce Cloud, a technology like Al can help guide a
consumer to better product recommendations or remind a consumer of their size for an
item. “The real trick is that in order to enable Al, retailers are going to double down on really
putting consumer data back in the consumer experience,” said Garf.

Over on mobile, personalization will manifest itself in the checkout process, the navigation
to show you the right products or reminding you of past purchases and the sizes you used to
buy for those items, said Garf. “This goes back to how retailers are trying to get their
consumer data in order,” said Garf. “So that the consumer has real-time access to their
shopping history, their size, [and] other attributes.”

2. More pop-up retail shops and a better retail experience : Retail isn't totally dead
(yet). Instead, the retail we're used to is taking another form, existing in pop-up shops, on
social networks, on Internet of Things deviceswherever the consumer is. “That really creates
a fundamental change [for companies who] have wired their whole operating technologies to
inform consumers on their four walls,” said Garf.

It also means a redesign of the retail experience, which several large retailers and brands
are already doing. Gaurav Misra, the CMO of Raise, a mobile payments company, shared
some brands that are doing it best. There's Sephora with the beauty insider program; Target,
with a redesigned store and its on again and off again curbside pickup strategy; and Nordstrom
Local, a store that offers concierge services like a stylist and manicures.

3. Say hello to voice shopping : The power of using your voice to order simple, everyday
items will rise in 2018. For advertisers, it presents a unique opportunity to add in ads something
akin to what happens on the radio, shared Jonathan Opdyke, chief strategy officer for Criteo.

Voice-assistant products like the Amazon Echo or Google Home also give brands a chance
to connect with the consumer. “The rise of personal assistants has absolutely increased
engagement, and as more consumers become comfortable with the process, more will rely
upon the technology to accomplish everyday tasks, including purchasing,” said Micha Kaufman,
Fiverr CEO. “There's also something of a network effect taking place, where the more brands
that create connections to personal assistants (a la Amazon Skills) the more of a multiplying
effect will occur for the individual consumer.”
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4. The shopping experience gets an augmented reality upgrade : “In a similar vein to
video, VR and AR offer huge opportunities for the ecommerce brand, letting consumers
experience products in as close to “real life” as possible before buying,” said Arati Sharma,
director of marketing at Shopify. This could include “virtual dressing rooms and in-room
product visualizations” shared Tradesy founder, Tracy DiNunzio.

While some think voice shopping is rising, what people see on websites and apps still
matters. “With more and more consumers looking online to buy the majority of their
purchases, finding visual ways to show off your product will be critical to making the sale,”
said Sharma. A feature like AR is certainly one way to amp that up.

5. The year of diversity is finally here : Tristan Walker long ago become the defacto
voice on why companies need to believe in diversity, and work towards a less homogeneous
workplace. Walker believes diversity will be a trend to watch every year, but thinks 2018 will
finally be the year for it. The catalyst? All the stories about toxic men in the workplace,
detailing sexual harassment, inappropriateness and other allegations. “People are going to
understand what diversity brings,” said Walker. “2018 is where this really becomes a reality.”

Walker, whose two brands, Bevel and FORM Beauty, are made for a diverse set of people,
thinks “companies will make better products for more people,” if they keep diversity in
mind. To him, it's a logical endpoint to building products.

“Folks are really going to come to this conclusion that [diversity] will be necessary,” said
Walker. “One can't live without the other.”

While you're looking ahead to 2018, remember one lesson from 2017: keep up with the
trends or risk becoming cbsolete.

“Once consumers decide something's mainstream, it moves very fast,” said Opdyke.
“And if you're not there already, you're going to get run over.”
